The Commission returned to open session at 7:15.

· Land Donation – Alexanderson on Water St. – salt marsh.  Mr. Alexanderson

would like to donate; next to two conservation lots.  MS motion to accept, AMS second, passed 4-0-0.
· Clay Pit Land Swap – Mr. DeBenedictis spoke – proposal.  Chris Lawson owns

the property; just approved by DEP for solar project,3.87 mega watts. 27 acres; inside area is where panels are. Yellow area on plan is NHESP designated as buffer – turtle population in back.  7 ½ acres would be need to have conservation restriction.  Mr. Hoffman would have to purchase the CR restricted property from Mr. Larson and swap it with ConCom for land behind his existing building so that ConCom would own and administer CR land.  DEP is fine with this; usually very protective of land fill cap.  
· Spyglass donation of conservation parcels – met with Pulte representative who 
built Spyglass condos.  Several parcels that were supposed to be turned over to the town.  Part of planning board permit.  Deeds were drafted and sent to us; town counsel may have them but didn’t act.  JW recommends accepting & having town counsel record.  AMS – how big are the lots?  One is 7 acres, the other 1 ½ to 2 and the other 30,000 sq. ft.  Not connected but adjacent to drainage lots DPW will end up with.  MS motion to accept donation from Spyglass; will get town counsel to act on deeds and get straightened out, WG second, motion passed 4-0-0.
PUBLIC HEARINGS

7:00 23__ Town Conservation Land, 807 Union Street - MS read meeting notice.  JW presented project.  Construct boardwalk through BVW wetland; checked with DEP; they have no problem with ConCom considering this project and being the applicant.  140’ to 160’ long, depending upon exactly where we put it.  Will be elevated about a foot on posts driven into the ground.  Water flows in winter and spring; dries up rest of the year.  Boardwalk will protect the wetlands and allows access through wetland area you have to cross in order to access the rest of the property.  Many similar boardwalks approved throughout town.  Less impact than a pier over a marsh, but similar construction.  Work will be done with hand tools, no motorized equipment other than truck to deliver lumber.  Piles will be driven by a hand-carried tripod.  Temporary impacts from construction activity, mostly foot traffic, but first growing season should erase all of that.  AMS – looks like vehicles drive down there.  JW – one was his vehicle, one was who we hired to do some trail work. Construction will likely go out to bid.  CPC appropriation to pay for boardwalk.  MS motion to continue to 2/7 at 7:15 MS second, motion passed 4-0-0.
7:15 2374 Tanglewood Club, Off Edmund Road - AMS motion to continue to 2/7/12 at 7:15, WG second, passed 3-1-0 with MS recused.
7:30 23__ Norton, 631 Ocean Street - Terry McGovern presented.  Dick Rockwood, Rockwood Design, also present.  MS read notice of public hearing.  WG hearing officer.  Tear down existing single story cottage and build new structure on foundation with breakaway panels.  Proposed house approximately same footprint; 8’ longer, driveway in same location, elevate finished floor to 11’, maintain same grading.  Push deck back, make compliant with flood zone A10.  WG – 200’ bigger?  Yes.  No utilities underneath.  WG asked about roof runoff.  JW – construction notes #1 says “garage”.  Terry said to strike “garage” – mistake.  MS wrote on plan.  WG motion to continue to 2/7/12 at 7:30 for receipt of file number from the State.  Rockwood – strip wall knockout out of the question?  That’s what it is Terry said.  WG motion, AMS second, motion passed 4-0-0.
7:40 2380 Hoffman, Off Clay Pit Road - Dick DiBenedictis presented.  Started several weeks ago; facility across from Scituate Ray Precast facility on south side of Clay Pit Road.  MS – stated the Commission has a quorum issue.  JW noted if the Commission were to close tonight, draft orders are not ready; couldn’t sign anything tonight.  MS – hasn’t reviewed storm water yet.  Mr. DeBenedictis said he is in no rush – still have issues hanging.  MS motion to continue to 2/7 at 7:45.
MS motion to adjourn at 7:56 p.m., WG second, passed 4-0-0.
